In response to numerous queries from adult education practitioners, Steck-Vaughn is considering submitting the GED Official Practice Test (OPT) for use with the National Reporting System.

· If accepted, the OPT could be used to show progress and GED instructional programs would not have to administer the TABE or CASAS for that purpose.

· The next NRS submission date is October 2009 and if it were approved, use would be effective some time after that date.
