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Linkage with Partner Organizations
One key feature of successful adult education programs is linkage to at least five other agencies or organizations (1991 National Evaluation of Adult Education Programs).  
· Our adult students need an education, but they also need other services.  Their participation often depends on other needs being addressed.  
· In addition, there are partner provider organizations (e.g., CBOs and FBOs) whose specialties contribute to adult services.

As a tool for state planning, we are trying to capture strategies that are used by states to involve partner organizations in planning and delivering adult services at the state and local level.
